#1: JOGO DE CENA

Brazilian director Eduardo Coutinho dabbles with the meaning of reality in his pseudo-documentary
“Jogo de Cena” (translation: “Playing.”) The film starts with a shot of a newspaper ad, calling women
from the Rio de Janeiro area to come and share thetories of their lives. Interspersed throughout thdilm
are representations of these stories by trained aetsses. This becomes so dizzying that the fine line
between truth and fiction becomes blurred very quikly. Some of the actresses indulge in sharing thei
interpretation and performance techniques, others d not. And for a perplexing 105 minutes, the
audience is left to sift through a collection of tees and decipher some form of truth from them; atéast,
members of the audience intrigued enough to care.

Though the concept of “Playing” is a fascinating oa, the execution of the film left much to be desice
The actresses/storytellers were shot in an emptyehter, using static medium close-up shots, with an
occasional zoom-in. A few shots of women climbirthe stairs to enter the theater were used, but thegid
not add any visual excitement to the piece as a wleo The final shot, an empty chair on an empty stge,
was by far the most interesting in the film; howeve it lasted what a fellow audience member said tbe
“an obnoxiously long time.” Though poorly subtitled and lacking visual interest, the main problem with
the film was not the technical execution, but thexecution of the director’s vision. The vision only
became apparent to me after doing outside researan the film. | would have enjoyed asking the direar
guestions about this film at the screening; howevdre was not in attendance. Perhaps if the directdrad
attended the screening, | would have left feelingess puzzled than | did. Although | now understandtat
point of this film was to confuse the audience byaising questions about the perception of reality his
crucial idea was not clearly communicated so thelfn became redundant and just plain confusing.



#2: KATYN

At first glance, “Katyn” may seem like just another World War 1l film, but the film is so much more th an
that. Set in occupied Poland, “Katyn” tells the stoy of the systematic massacre of over 15,000 offrseof
the Polish army from the viewpoint of a Captain’s vife. Nominated for Best Foreign Language Film in
the 80th Academy Awards, “Katyn” was meticulously witten and shot under the direction of Andrezej
Wajda, an acclaimed Polish director who lost his fier in the Katyn massacre.

This chilling film offers a unique look at occupiedPoland, a country that was trapped within the cluthes
of the both Nazi and the Soviet armies. The Katynlaughter has been a controversial part of Polish
history. Citizens were told by the Soviet governmdrthat the Nazis were responsible for the massacrget
overwhelming evidence spoke to the contrary. No orenew who to believe and no one took responsibility
for the tragic bloodbath. The 15,000 men were systatically shot in the back of the head and burieth a
mass grave, a method of killing favored by the Soet army at that time. For years after the war, the
families of these men awaited their return. But, ashey later learned they were waiting for ghosts aah for
twenty years no one acknowledged that the event eveccurred.

“Katyn” is a poignant and beautiful film that speaks about a part of World War Il history that is often
swept aside. The characters of the film are richlgeveloped and the ways that the Katyn massacre
affected their lives are tragic and memorable. Théilm utilized the passage of time to unfold the
stories of citizens and a country that were forevechanged by the Katyn massacre. “Katyn” displays tk
sinister side of mankind in a relevant and meaningfl way, and lacks the self-indulgence that can be
found in many war films. A bulldozer covering the mass grave in the Katyn forest is the film’s hauntig
last shot, an unforgettable image that speaks volues about the atrocities committed in Poland during
the second World War, and the lack of responsibili taken for them.



#3: WAR, INC

In the not to distant future, the U.S. government wrks with corporations to determine which countries
to "liberate", destroy by combat and then convenietly rebuild. Cusack's character, Brand Hauser, is a
operative hired to eliminate individuals that standin the way of that lucrative process. In this casthe
target is a citizen of the country who is trying toget in on the rebuilding with a native corporation Now
gueue all the obvious political humor gags that wee all heard on tv or in a casual conversation anthat
is the crux of this movie.

We remain compelled to watch, though, because Cudaas well as the supporting cast turn in some solid
performances despite any shortcomings the script nyghave. Kingsley and Tomei are always a pleasure
on screen, but Joan Cusack as Hauser's undercovessstant steals all of her scenes. Hilary Duff's st
turns in an engaging character that lends a few laghs. She plays a middle-eastern caricature of a tee
pop sensation--complete with her very own KFed andntourage.

In the end, it plays out sort of like a Daily Showor Colbert Report's two-minute skit gone 107 minuts
long. So it's topical and funny in parts with overthe top quips and jokes surrounding American
commercialism, the war and propaganda. However, thback story of the main character unfolds so
slowly and oddly that it just feels like it's choppng up the film's progression. And by the time yowget to
the last third of the movie, you realize that mosbf the humor has gone from dialogue to slapstick. &du
don't even feel like you're watching a political stire at the end.

Although the main story ends up being predictablethe performances are good and there are enough
twists turns to keep you drawn in. An interesting pemise with some funny scenes that feels heavy had
in some places and falls short of being truly thoug provoking.
