Melvin hooked us up with a fantastic dinner
reservation at Allegretti, chef Alain Allegrettiew up-and-coming hotspot in the Flatiron Distribt.a
nutshell, I'd describe Allegretti as an elegant bipretentious dining experience -- you'll find serrery fine
Provencal-inspired dishes and receive top-notohiceat a price that’s far less outrageous tharidytind at
comparable establishments on the Island. Despgéw dorgiveable blips (I'll elaborate in a bit..l)thought
Allegretti was fabulous.

Allegretti’s street presence is very understatéts-small and actually a little easy to miss (vmast walked
right past it!) The décor inside is likewise cleard relatively simple. The space feels very wasegant, and
modern, but not overly stylized.

Walking into Allegretti was an experience reminisicef my experience walking into Union Square Caféw
weeks ago — you can tell immediately that theresr@ang emphasis on service and hospitality. Téinout the
evening | felt like the maitre-d and the wait stadid fantastic “restaurant ESP” — they anticipatedevery
need without ever becoming intrusive.

The maitre’d seated us at a table right next to Nevk Times food critic, Frank Bruni, who was there
reviewing Allegretti that night. I'm telling yout, will not be long before it takes a month to geteservation at
this place!!
